You will need to contact Allanda in order to acquire our banking information to tell her the answer.  The answer will allow us to accept the transfer to NSEC.  It’s that simple!  You bank may charge a fee, usually about $1.50.  In order to encourage people to get started using this method NSEC will happily reimburse your charges (credit your account) provided you give us a bill once or twice a year.
